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NOTICE OF INTENT TO AMEND
ADMINISTRATIVE RULES RELATING TO
N.D. ADMIN. CODE CHAPTER 75-03-17
PSYCHIATRIC RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT FACILITIES FOR CHILDREN

TAKE NOTICE that the North Dakota Department of Health and Human
Services will hold a public hearing to address proposed amendments to N.D. Admin.
Code chapter 75-03-17 at 3:00 p.m. on Monday, December 18, 2023, in Bismarck,
N.D. in Room 210, located on the second floor of the Judicial Wing of the State
Capitol.

The proposed amendments to N.D. Admin. Code chapter 75-03-17,
Psychiatric Residential Treatment Facilities for Children, are necessary to comply with
2023 House Bill No. 1043.

The proposed changes are as follows:

Section 75-03-17-01 is amended to replace “a person” or “persons” with “an
individual” or ‘“individuals”, “decisionmaking” with “decision-making”, and
“‘person with a mental illness” with “individual with a mental illness”; and to
amend the definition of “department”.

Subsection 7 of section 75-03-17-02 is amended to replace “a person’s” or

“‘person” with “an individual’s” or “individual”.

Section 75-03-17-03 is amended to replace “person’s” with “individual’s”.
Section 75-03-17-07 is amended to replace “person” with “individual’.

Section 75-03-17-16.2 is amended to update the background check and
criminal conviction requirements, to add the ability for an individual to request
a review, to replace “a person” or “person” with “an individual” or “individual”,
and to update the section to ensure psychiatric residential treatment facilities
for children providers have the same criminal background checks as qualified
residential treatment program providers.

Section 75-03-17-17 is amended to update program director requirements to
comply with 2023 House Bill No. 1043.
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Subdivision b of subsection 1 of section 75-03-17-18 is amended to
replace “state department of health” with “department”.

Subsection 5 of section 75-03-17-20 is amended to replace “person’s” or

“‘person” with “individual’s” or “individual”.

The proposed amendments are not anticipated to have an impact on the
regulated community in excess of $50,000. No taking of real property is involved in
this rulemaking action.
